 Our sports teams include more than 13 sports–varsity, junior varsity and C level. 

 

Achievement…  
 The 12th graders can meet with their college counselors daily.  Each counselor has 10 students. 
 Graduates of all-girls schools achieve a higher level of political engagement, more self-confidence in 

public speaking thanks to a culture of achievement and high engagement within the community. 
 The Class of 2010 earned more than $6.86 million in college scholarships. 
 Students can select upper level courses including more than 10 AP classes. 
 Most faculty members have masters degrees or higher in their field of study. 
 All of the graduating class is accepted to their first or second choice college or university. 
 Infinite Campus, an online grade book, connects students, teachers and parents daily.  
 Class size ranges between 15 and 18 students. 
 Two members of the Class of 2010 received Boettcher scholarships, one of the most prestigious
